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Unbreakable Crowns Awards Criteria and Rules

Eligibility Requirements:

o Nominees must be children of active duty, reserve, or veteran, military personnel or a
Military Brat.

e Nominees must be between the ages of 5 and 26.

e Specific eligibility requirements for each award category are detailed below.
Award Categories and Eligibility Requirements:

e Academic Excellence Award:

o Eligibility: Nominees must have demonstrated outstanding academic
achievements.

o Criteria: Academic performance, participation in academic competitions, and
scholarly contributions.

Sports Achievement Award:

o Eligibility: Nominees must have excelled in sports at school, community, or regional
levels.

o Criteria: Athletic performance, sportsmanship, and contributions to team success.

Arts and Creativity Award:

o Eligibility: Nominees must have shown exceptional talent in visual arts, performing
arts, or creative writing.

o Criteria: Artistic achievements, originality, and impact of their work.

Community Service Award:

o Eligibility: Nominees must have made significant contributions to community
service.

o Criteria: Volunteer work, community projects, and positive impact on the
community.

Resilience Award:

o Eligibility: Nominees must have demonstrated remarkable resilience in overcoming
personal or family challenges.

o Criteria: Personal stories of overcoming adversity, resilience, and determination.
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o Leadership Award:
o Eligibility: Nominees must have exhibited strong leadership qualities.
o Criteria: Leadership roles, initiatives taken, and influence on peers.

e Caregiver Award:

o Eligibility: Nominees must be military children or spouses who are caregivers of an
injured service member on active duty or a veteran. (No age limit Requirement)

o Criteria: Caregiving responsibilities, impact on the well-being of the service
member, and personal sacrifices made.

¢ Innovation and Creativity Award:
o Eligibility: Nominees must have displayed innovative thinking and creativity.

o Criteria: Original ideas, projects, and contributions to solving problems or improving
situations.

Judging Process:

1. Initial Review:

o All submitted nominations will undergo an initial review by the Unbreakable Crowns
Awards Committee to ensure they meet the eligibility requirements and are
complete.

2. Evaluation by Judges:

o Apanel of judges, consisting of distinguished individuals from various fields, will
evaluate the nominations based on the specified criteria for each award category.

o Each nomination will be scored on a scale from 1 to 10 for each criterion, with
higher scores indicating stronger alignment with the award's values and objectives.

3. Selection of Finalists:
o The top-scoring nominations in each category will be selected as finalists.
o Finalists will be notified via email and phone by March 15, 2025.

4. FinalJudging Round:

o Finalists' nominations will undergo a final round of judging to determine the award
recipients.

o Judges will consider additional factors such as the overall impact of the nominee's
achievements and their potential for future contributions.
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5. Announcement of Award Recipients:

o Award recipients will be announced at the Unbreakable Crowns Awards Ceremony
during the Military Children 2025 World Expo.

o Allfinalists and their families will be invited to attend the ceremony.
